(Item     ) From the Director of Transportation, requesting authorization to amend General Ordinance 15.17(2) to provide a decrease to the imprest fund for the Highway Division from $1,150 to $150, by recommending adoption of the following: 

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS,  Milwaukee County departments and divisions are allowed, by specific County Board action to maintain imprest (petty cash) funds, with such funds being codified in Ordinance 15.17; and

WHEREAS, the Highway Division of the Department of Transportation has maintained a bankable petty cash fund in the amount of $1,150 since 2007; and

WHEREAS, the Highway Division requested an increase in the bankable petty cash fund in 2007 from $150 to $1,150 to allow the Wisconsin Department of Transportation to direct debit an established bank account for the cost of supplying licensed driver records and recorded moving violations of Commercial Driver’s License holders on Highway Division staff; and

WHEREAS, the Highway Division has received the required licensed driver records and recorded moving violations of Commercial Driver’s License holders on Highway Division staff from the Wisconsin Department of Transportation; and

WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Department of Transportation has not direct debited the Highway Division bankable petty cash fund when supplying the required licensed driver records and recorded moving violations of Commercial Driver’s License holders on Highway Division staff; and


WHEREAS, the bankable petty cash fund of $1,150 is in excess of the petty cash funds required by the Highway Division, it is practical to decrease the imprest fund limit from $1,150 to $150; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED, that Milwaukee County General Ordinance 15.17 (x) (2) is amended to allow for an amount of $150, which is a decrease of $1,000; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Department of Transportation Highway Division imprest fund specified in 15.17 (x) (2) not be designated as bankable.
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
