RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, on December 16, 2010, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors 

authorized the Director, Department on Aging, to execute contracts to provide programs

and services for the period January 1, through December 31, 2011 [File No. 11-34 (a)(a)];

and


WHEREAS, the Department awards funds to provider agencies based on the

availability of federal, state, and local funds, usage by older persons of the programs and

services provided, anticipated changes in service demand, and allowable costs; and

WHEREAS, one of the programs and services funded under File No. 11-34 (a)(a)

is the Benefit Specialist/Legal Services program; and


WHEREAS, both the State Health Insurance Assistance Program (SHIP) and the

the Office of the Commissioner of Insurance (OCI) are funding sources utilized by the
Department to support the Benefit Specialist/Legal Services program; and

WHEREAS, both programs operate on a fiscal year other than a calendar year,
resulting in a reallocation of funds between  the two calendar years, and

WHEREAS, since $15,070 remains available from SHIP and $27,809 remains
available from OCI, for a combined total of $42,879, the Departments recommends 
increasing 2011 funding for the Benefit Specialist/Legal Services program by $42,879,
from $406,209 to $449,088; now, therefore

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Director, Department on Aging, is hereby authorized

to increase by $42,879, from $406,209 to $449,088, the 2011contract with Legal Action

of Wisconsin, Inc., to provide Benefit Specialist/Legal Services originally authorized

under File No 11-34 (a)(a).
