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From the Director, Department of Health and Human Services, to execute a retroactive professional services contract with United Community Center as a Fatherhood FIRE grant partner within Child Support Services, by recommending adoption of the following:

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County CSS was selected by the Federal Administration for Children and Families as lead agency for the Fatherhood-Family-Focused, Interconnected, Resilient, and Essential (Fatherhood FIRE) Project grant in 2020; and

WHEREAS, the Fatherhood FIRE grant provides vital job training, educational, and employment services to 3,375 primarily low-income fathers over a 5-year period ; and

	WHEREAS, the term of the contracts would be from September 30, 2024, through September 29, 2025; and

	WHEREAS, the Fatherhood FIRE grant will provide to UCC, not to exceed, $120,625 over this period in support to UCC; and

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County CSS contracted to work with UCC, to provide intake, curriculum, job training and placement, and other services; and
	
WHEREAS, these services and job skills will help fathers in Milwaukee to be more active parents, work to support families and children, and help participants fulfill their obligations of child support, and

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes Milwaukee County CSS to enter into a partnership contract for $120,625 with UCC in order to facilitate the Fatherhood FIRE grant.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Director, DHHS, or her designee, is hereby authorized by the County Board to amend the UCC contract due to performance or lack thereof, ability to take on expected goals or requests by the federal government for the operation of the Fatherhood FIRE grant for the term of September 30, 2024, through September 29, 2025.       

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the County Board hereby waives Section 56.30 (8) and (9) of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances that require a contract to be approved prior to services provided; and
