Subject:	Authorization to Apply for, Accept and Implement 2014 Public Park Recycling Grants – ACTION 

POLICY
The Parks Director is seeking authorization to apply for, accept and implement one or more Dr. Pepper Snapple Group/Keep America Beautiful Public Park Recycling grants.

BACKGROUND
Beverage company Dr. Pepper Snapple Group (DPS) and the nonprofit Keep America Beautiful (KAB) have issued a Request for Proposals for their 2014 Public Park Recycling Grant. The grants are open to government agencies, nonprofits, and KAB affiliates who seek to increase beverage container recycling in public parks. 

The DPS/KAB Public Park Recycling Grant program awards beverage container recycling bins for use in local, regional, or state public parks. There is no limit to the number of beverage container recycling bins that may be requested.  In addition, the grant program has no cost-sharing requirement, although staff time would be required to administer the grant.

The grant application deadline is February 11, 2014. DPS/KAB will notify applicants by early March 2014 whether they have received a grant.
