Subject:	 Request for authorization to create the position of IT Security Analyst in the Department of Administration – Information Management Services Division.

Request

The Chief Information Officer, Department of Administrative Services - Information Management Services Division (DAS-IMSD), requests authorization to create a 1.0 Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) Information Technology (IT) Security Analyst.  

Background 

Information Security (IS) is an expanding and critical area of Information Technology. DAS-IMSD continues to strive for excellence in Information Security through the implementation of an IS program. Achieving compliance with Information Security (IS) laws, regulations, standards, and guidance is imperative for the success of such a program. The requested position is part of a security team that will create and monitor the IS program and develop a standard framework to achieve compliance with the Healthcare Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA), Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS), and Payment Card Industry (PCI) regulatory requirements, and minimize IS risks for Milwaukee County. 

The IT Security Analyst will assist in defining security program requirements, including regulatory requirements, and security controls required to support business and technology drivers. Responsibilities include supporting security technologies and controls, serving as an internal Information Security consultant to the organization, monitoring systems to ensure appropriate access levels are maintained, and collaborating with Information Security management, legal, human resources, and law enforcement agencies to manage security vulnerabilities or investigations as needed. The incumbent shall also provide the County with expertise in IS auditing and Information Security, will identify control weaknesses, develop and implement corresponding solutions, and enforce controls mechanisms to keep Milwaukee County data secure. 




Recommendation 

The Chief Information Officer of the Department of Administrative Services – Information Management Services Division respectfully requests authority to create a 1.0 Full Time Equivalent position of IT Security Analyst.
