 (ww) Employees shall not perform chokeholds or cause any form of asphyxia unless done in self-defense or to protect the lives of others unless the employee reasonably believes that such force is necessary to prevent imminent death or great bodily harm to himself or others.
 (xx)  Officers, subject to Wisconsin Law Enforcement Standards Board (LESB) certification, shall not perform carotid holds, carotid restraints, or otherwise apply vascular pressure to cut off blood flow to the brain unless done to prevent imminent bodily harm or to protect the lives of others unless the officer reasonably believes that such force is necessary to prevent imminent death or great bodily harm to himself or others.
