A RESOLUTION

Creating an Environmental Compliance Enforcement Task Force, to ensure the cooperation and accountability of developers and other agencies adhering to guidelines established to preserve the environmental stability of the County Grounds.
WHEREAS, the historical and environmental preservation of the County Grounds is a priority for Milwaukee County; and
WHEREAS, the Northeast Quadrant of the County Grounds is home to numerous plant and wildlife species, and unique nature destinations such as the Monarch Trail butterfly roosting sites, as well as the historical Eschweiler buildings; and

WHEREAS, concerns have been raised about developers displaying a lack of sensitivity towards the environmental surroundings of the UWM Innovation Campus; and

WHEREAS, in February 2011 the County Board adopted an amended resolution [File No. 11-164(a)(a)] stating that UWM Innovation Park, LLC, shall work with the Friends of the Monarch Trail to develop a management plan for the Habitat Protection Area, to be consistent with the 2009 Habitat Restoration Landscape Plan; and
WHEREAS, a task force would greatly assist in defining and reinforcing the environmental roles and responsibilities of developers on the Northeast Quadrant of the County Grounds; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED, that the Director of the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) is authorized and directed to establish the Environmental Compliance Enforcement Task Force (ECE), for the purpose of ensuring that developers fully cooperate with the environmental and historical stability needs of the County Grounds; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the ECE shall be comprised of the following members appointed by the DPRC Director:
· 1 member of the County Grounds Coalition

· 1 City of Wauwatosa government representative

· 1 DPRC staff member with knowledge of the history and environmental landscape of the County Grounds

· 1 UWM Innovation Park, LLC representative 

· 1 County Board Supervisor or representative, to be appointed by the County Board Chairperson 
· 1 Department of Administrative Services staff member
;and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the ECE shall have the following objectives:

· To ensure that County Grounds developers hold properly scheduled and noticed public hearings on the UWM campus or other public venue 

· To ensure that the County Board and the Real Estate Foundation sponsor public meetings/notices clarifying each scheduled project on the County Grounds
· To develop a comprehensive regulation system plan that shall include reasonable, enforceable penalties for parties/developers in non-compliance
;and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the DPRC Director shall submit a report on the appointment of ECE members by July, 1, 2013; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the ECE shall submit a written report to the Parks, Energy, and Environment Committee on the progress of the regulation system plan by the October 2013 meeting cycle.
