WHEREAS, as a part of the rebranding effort, actions will need to be taken to assist GMIA in re-identification of the former 440th ARS; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the County Board hereby approves of the new name for the former 440th Air Reserve Station, as “Milwaukee County’s MKE Regional Business Park.”
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
