(ITEM       )   From the Director, Department of Child Support Services, requesting authorization to execute agreements with the Oneida Tribe and Wisconsin’s Department of Children and Families to provide assistance in the transfer of appropriate child support cases from Milwaukee County Circuit Court to the Oneida Tribal Court, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County and the Wisconsin Department of Children and Families have entered into a contract for the implementation and administration of the Child and Spousal Support, Establishment of Paternity and Medical Support Liability Programs under Wis. Stat. § 49.22; and

WHEREAS, this contract requires the Department of Child Support Services to follow state policy in regard to all aspects of its child support services; and

WHEREAS, state policy requires child support agencies to cooperate with and assist in the transfer of child support cases to tribes when appropriate under Wis. Stat. §801.54; and
WHEREAS, the Director, Child Support Services, has requested authorization to enter into agreements with the Oneida Tribe and Wisconsin’s Department of Children and Families to provide these services; and
WHEREAS, the term of the contract shall be from March 1, 2013, through December 31, 2014, or whenever the case transfer project is completed, whichever occurs first; and
WHEREAS, the Oneida Tribe will reimburse the Department for expenditures under this project up to $15,000; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors does hereby authorize the Director of Child Support Services, or his designee, to enter into and execute agreements with the Oneida Tribe and Wisconsin’s Department of Children and Families to provide assistance in the transfer of appropriate child support cases under Wis. Stat. §801.54 from Milwaukee County Circuit Court to the Oneida Tribal Court; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Department of Administrative Services is authorized to implement a fund transfer to increase revenue and expenditure authority for Child Support Services in the amount of $7,500 per year for each year 2013 and 2014.
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
