(ITEM     ) From the Director, Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture, recommending that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors recognizes that the American Legion Post 299 and the Veterans of Foreign Wars Chapter 10394 have met Milwaukee County’s due diligence requirements to the Board’s satisfaction, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, adopted County Board Resolution File No. 10-316 authorized the Parks Director to negotiate and execute a long-term land use and endowment agreement with the American Legion Post 299 and the Veterans of Foreign Wars Chapter 10394 (together hereinafter referred to as ALP-VFW) for the use of a southeastern portion of Hales Corners Park to construct, endow, maintain and operate a Veteran’s Memorial; and


WHEREAS, the Resolution provided that ALP-VFW must meet Milwaukee County’s due diligence requirements, as established by the Milwaukee County Department of Administrative Services, to the satisfaction of the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors, prior to the commencement of construction; and


WHEREAS, on July 18, 2011, ALP-VFW submitted to Milwaukee County an informational packet outlining its responses to the due diligence requirements, including its ability to finance both the construction of and the endowment for the Memorial; and


WHEREAS, the Department of Administrative Services has reviewed ALP-VFW’s submittal and compiled a report with its recommendations for review by the Milwaukee County Board to assist the Board in determining whether ALP-VFW has met said requirements; and


WHEREAS, the Parks Director recommends that the Board recognize that ALP-VFW has met Milwaukee County’s due diligence requirements; and

WHEREAS, the Committee on Parks, Energy and Environment, at its meeting on September 20, 2011, approved the request from the Parks Director by a vote of 70; and

WHEREAS, the Committee on Finance and audit, at its meeting on September 22, 2011, concurred with the action of the Committee on Parks, Energy and Environment by a vote of 6-0; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby recognizes that the American Legion Post 299 and the Veterans of Foreign Wars Chapter 10394 have met Milwaukee County’s due diligence requirements to the Board’s satisfaction.
