Novotny (Lieutenant) allowing them to serve in their current positions for the MCSO through July 23, 2018 or until the positions are permanently filled. 
A RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, Chapter 17.085 of the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances requires that an extension of Temporary Assignment to a Higher Classification (TAHC) beyond 180 days be approved by the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors; and


WHEREAS, the Milwaukee County Sheriff’s Office (MCSO) requests the continuation of the following TAHCs:  Jason W. Hodel (Captain), Paul S. Thompson (Captain), Sarah A. Wronski (Captain), Mary K. Sawczuk (Lieutenant), Brent R. Smoot (Lieutenant) and James J. Novotny (Lieutenant) through July 23, 2018 or until the positions are permanently filled; and 



WHEREAS, this request is being made due to the current uncertainty in leadership within the Sheriff’s Office and these extensions will allow for continuity of day to day operations;  and
WHEREAS, at such time that an interim Sheriff is appointed the candidate pool can be assessed and hiring decisions made; now, therefore,
