Dear Mr. Egan:

Thank you for submitting for review preliminary plans for the Monument to be constructed on the North Tract of the Lakefront Cultural Center Condominium.

Declaration Section 10(c) provides that the Milwaukee County War Memorial, Inc. may use its unit for lawful purposes consistent with furthering its mission, including “exhibitions for the benefit of the public which honor the memory of veterans, and any other use consistent with the Public Trust Doctrine.” Capitalized words or phrases in this letter shall bear the same meanings as set forth within the Declaration. In the event of any conflicts between this letter and the Declaration, the Declaration shall control.

Pursuant to Declaration Section 17, Milwaukee County’s consent is required prior to any alterations of the North Tract. As the representative of Unit Owner of Unit 1, Milwaukee County provides its consent for the proposed Monument, subject to the satisfaction of the following conditions:

· Submittal of preliminary plans for informational purposes followed by 90% plans for grading and drainage to Milwaukee County Architecture, Engineering & Environmental Services for its review and approval (as development may affect the Shoreline Area, including, without limitation, the Sea Wall, the Lake Walk, the flood control structures, heat tracing system and drainage outfalls);
· Securing any right of entry permits from Milwaukee County Parks necessary to connect to the Oak Leaf Trail or any other uses occurring north of the north line of the North Tract;
· Adhering to any requirement of the Public Trust Doctrine;
· Compliance and non-interference with any existing easements, including but not limited to the Limited Term Conservation Easement recorded as Document No. 11193381;
· Receipt of approvals from the other condominium Unit Owners, and all other approvals required by law;
· Meeting any other conditions as required by the Declaration.

Milwaukee County relies on the Woody Williams Foundation, its successors and assigns, to perform these obligations.
