NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING
The Finance, Personnel and Audit Committee of the County Board of Supervisors of Milwaukee County, Wisconsin, will hold a public hearing on January 26, 2017 at 9:00 A.M., or as soon thereafter as the matter may be heard, in County Board Committee Room 203R of the County Courthouse, 901 North 9th Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin, pursuant to the requirements of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code").
The purpose of the public hearing is to consider the issuance by Milwaukee County of general obligation bonds or notes for the purpose of financing the projects listed below, all of which are owned by the County or an entity organized under Section 501(c)(3) of the Code.  The County will consider the issuance of general obligation bonds or notes in a principal amount not to exceed $51,555,000 and a portion of the proceeds of those bonds or notes will be used to finance the following projects:
Building renovations and other improvements at the Milwaukee County War Memorial Center (the "War Memorial") and the Milwaukee Art Museum (the "Art Museum") in an amount not to exceed $2,410,200.  The War Memorial and the Art Museum are located at 750 North Lincoln Memorial Drive, Milwaukee, Wisconsin and are used by Milwaukee County War Memorial, Inc. and Milwaukee Art Museum, Inc.
Building renovations and other improvements to facilities at the Milwaukee Public Museum (the "Museum") in an amount not to exceed $561,473.  The Museum is located at 800 West Wells Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin and is used by Milwaukee Public Museum, Inc.
Building renovations and other improvements to facilities at the Marcus Center for the Performing Arts (the "Marcus Center") in an amount not to exceed $4,390,000.  The Marcus Center is located at 929 North Water Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin and is used by The Marcus Center for the Performing Arts, Inc. and other 501(c)(3) organizations such as, the Milwaukee Symphony Orchestra, Festival City Symphony, Milwaukee Youth Symphony Orchestra, The Milwaukee Ballet Company, The Florentine Opera, Black Arts Milwaukee and First Stage Milwaukee.
Repair of the cornice at the Milwaukee County Historical Society ("MCHS") in an amount not to exceed $2,143,027.  The MCHS is located at 910 North Old World 3rd Street, Milwaukee, Wisconsin and is used by Milwaukee County Historical Society, Inc.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Construction of an African Exhibit at the Milwaukee County Zoo (the "Zoo") in an amount not to exceed $5,986,665.  The Zoo is located at 10001 W. Bluemound Road, Milwaukee, Wisconsin and is used by the Zoological Society of Milwaukee.
The bonds or notes, if issued, will be general obligations of the County, and all the taxable property in the County is subject to the levy of a tax to pay the principal of and interest on the bonds or notes as the same become due without limitation as to rate or amount.
At the public hearing, all persons will be afforded a reasonable opportunity to express their views on the proposed issuance of the bonds or notes and the location and nature of the projects to be financed.  Written comments may be delivered to the County Clerk at the County Courthouse at or before the public hearing.  
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
