Subject:	Amend an existing Memorandum of Understanding with the City of Oak Creek to add an additional segment of the Oak Leaf Trail in Bender Park – ACTION

POLICY 
The Director of the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) is seeking authorization to amend an existing Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the City of Oak Creek to develop and maintain a segment of the Oak Leaf Trail in Bender Park.

BACKGROUND
In 2001, the City of Oak Creek and Milwaukee County adopted a memorandum of understanding (MOU), see attachment A, to work together cooperatively to develop, maintain and replace segments of the Oak Leaf Trail that interconnect into the City of Oak Creek Parks, bike trails and other connection points within their community.  This agreement was developed with the assistance of Corporation Counsel and approved by the County Board and County Executive.  The trails developed under this MOU are show in the aerial photo, see attachment B. 

In 2014, the City of Oak Creek approached Milwaukee County to add an additional segment of Oak Leaf Trail in Bender Park as a connection point to the Lake Vista Development Project north of Bender Park.  The City of Oak Creek has prepared plans and specifications to bid the construction of infrastructure in Lake Vista Development in January 2015 including the intersection north of Bender Park and a bike trail connection to the existing Bender Park gravel parking lot, see attachment C. 

The City of Oak Creek has agreed to pay all costs for the development of this trail segment approximately 1000 linear feet long. The DPRC will be responsible for the day-to-day maintenance of the trail in Bender Park.



RECOMMENDATION
The Parks Director recommends that the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture be authorized to amend the existing MOU with City of Oak Creek to undertake all actions and activities necessary to construct this segment of the Oak Leaf Trail in Bender Park.
