ADD AND/OR DELETE AS FOLLOWS:

Add the BE IT RESOLVED clauses at or near line 46 as follows:

BE IT RESOLVED, it is the policy preference of the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors that the Office of the Sheriff and the House of Correction make every effort possible to transfer Milwaukee County Jail residents to the House of Correction, to ensure safe and secure care, in the case of capacity overflow at the Milwaukee County Jail; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Department of Human Resources, in collaboration with the Office of the Sheriff and the House of Correction, shall provide to the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors written reports each meeting cycle as long as Jail occupants are housed in the Racine facility detailing:

· The number of correctional officers hired in the past month or since a previous report
· The number of correctional officers terminated or that resigned in the past month or since a previous report
· Measures taken to hire new correctional officers and retain current correctional officers in the past month or since a previous report

; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors reaffirms the standards of care outlined in the Christensen Consent Decree, including ensuring that resident healthcare needs are met in a timely manner and to an appropriate standard of care; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, it is the policy preference of the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors that the Office of the Sheriff and the House of Correction do not enter into contracts for the transfer of residents to facilities that do not adhere to the External Investigation Policy established in Wisconsin State Statutes § 175.47 and outlined in File No. 22-913; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, at any time when Milwaukee County residents are in care at facilities outside of Milwaukee County, the Procurement Division, Department of Administrative Services, shall provide a written report to the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors each meeting cycle, that may be included as a separate section in the report from the Department of Human Resources outlined above, detailing:

· The number of residents in the care of other counties
· The general health and wellness statuses of those residents
· When the most recent visit was made to those facilities by a Milwaukee County official and a status update
· Timeline for residents to return to the care of Milwaukee County

[bookmark: _Hlk113450871]	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors does hereby authorize the Acting Chief Deputy of the Milwaukee County Sheriff’s Office, to execute an inter-governmental cooperation agreement with Racine County for the temporary housing of Jail occupants in a not-to-exceed amount of $497,000 for the period of July 18, 2022 through December 31, 2022.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors authorizes and directs the Department of Administrative Services-Strategy, Performance and Budget and the Office of the Comptroller to transfer funds in the amount of $497,000 from Org. Unit 1940-1945–Appropriation for Contingencies to the Milwaukee County Sheriff’s Office to provide funding for the inter-governmental cooperation agreement identified in this resolution.
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
