(ITEM          )  From the Director, Department of Health and Human Services, requesting authorization to change the Community Development Block Grant allocation policy for future years by decreasing the minimum allocation amount from $25,000 to $10,000, eliminating a maximum allocation amount, eliminating a maximum number of public service projects, and eliminating a maximum number of years a public service project may be funded, by recommending adoption of the following:
AN AMENDED RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) has notified Milwaukee County that it is an eligible Urban County under the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program for the years 2012, 2013, and 2014, subject to participation of communities with populations totaling 200,000 or more, as evidenced by cooperation agreements with these communities; and
WHEREAS, the cities of Milwaukee, Wauwatosa and West Allis are themselves entitlement communities under the CDBG Program and choose not to participate with Milwaukee County, but the remaining 16 communities within Milwaukee County are participants; and

WHEREAS, the policies of the CDBG Program are established in accordance with HUD regulations and the Cooperation Agreements with municipal partners; and
WHEREAS, in 1994 and 2002 the County Board established additional requirements including minimum and maximum allocation amounts, maximum number of public service projects and maximum number of years a public service can be funded; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED, that the Director of the Department of Health and Human Services is authorized and directed to change the application and allocation rules for the County CDBG Program for future years as follows:

Change the minimum allocation amount for all projects to $10,000.

Eliminate a maximum allocation amount.
