BE IT RESOLVED, the ONE Milwaukee Taskforce is requested to work in conjunction with the Department of Health and Human Services, Children, Youth and Family Services Division to create a comprehensive plan to combat the school to prison pipeline in Milwaukee County; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Office of Strategy, Budget, and Performance is authorized and directed to transfer $100,000 from Org. Unit 1940-1945 – Appropriation for Contingencies to an allocated contingency account in the Department of Health and Human Services, Org. Unit 8000, account 74301 78951 to allow the Department to establish weigh and shape an a proposed agreement with the ONE Milwaukee Taskforce, subject to future Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors approval; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the ONE Milwaukee Taskforce, in conjunction with the Children, Youth, and Family Services Division shall present a written report to the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors for consideration in the June 2022 meeting cycle that outlines the progress on the development of a comprehensive plan to dismantle the school to prison pipeline and deter children and youth from entering the school to prison pipeline. ; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that upon completion of the proposed plan, the Department of Health and Human Services will identify needs generated from the plan to the County Board of Supervisors for review and approval to release a commensurate amount of funding held in an allocated contingency account to effectuate the plan.
