(ITEM   ) From the Superintendent, House of Correction, submitting a resolution that would authorize the Superintendent to enter into a contract extension with Benedict Center to continue re-entry programming in 2017 by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County’s current contract with Benedict Center for female programming expires on December 31, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the House of Correction (HOC) would like the Benedict Center to continue to provide and expand re-entry services to female offenders, which are designed to reduce women’s risk of recidivism; and

WHEREAS, the Benedict Center has an evidence based curriculum that is considered key for addressing criminogenic risks and re-entry needs; and

WHEREAS, the University of Wisconsin – Milwaukee (UWM) Helen Bader School of Social Welfare plans to conduct a study in 2017 of the effectiveness of female programming provided by the Benedict Center for the HOC; now, therefore,

[bookmark: _GoBack]BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors does hereby authorize the Superintendent of the House of Correction, or his designee, to execute a one year contract extension with Benedict Center to provide female programming in the amount of $198,045 for the period of January 1, 2017 through December 31, 2017.
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
