(ITEM     ) A Resolution by the Committee on Judiciary, Safety and General Services to authorize and ratify litigation against Sheriff David A. Clarke, Jr. to comply with the provisions of the 2012 Adopted County Budget and the 2009-2012 collective bargaining agreement with the Deputy Sheriff’s Association as mandated by state statute, by recommending adoption of the following.
A RESOLUTION 

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County adopted the final 2012 Adopted Budget in November 2011 that included staff reductions in the Office of the Sheriff that would result in the layoff of Deputy Sheriffs; and

WHEREAS, the collective bargaining agreement with the Deputy Sheriffs’ Association for 2009-2012 contained a provision regarding the appropriate number of Deputy Sheriffs that may be laid off by Milwaukee County; and

WHEREAS, notwithstanding the 2012 Adopted Budget and the collective bargaining agreement, the Milwaukee County Sheriff ordered those Deputies who were laid off to report for duty; and 

WHEREAS, at a special meeting of the Committee on January 23, 2012, the Committee discussed the possibility of retaining legal counsel to represent the interests of the County Board but held that decision in abeyance pending the adoption of this resolution; and

WHEREAS, because the Sheriff directed Deputy Sheriffs who were laid off to report for duty, Milwaukee County stands to incur substantial budget overruns and possible legal liabilities; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes and ratifies the litigation previously filed against Sheriff David A. Clarke, Jr. to comply with the provisions of the 2012 Adopted County Budget and the 2009-2012 collective bargaining agreement with the Deputy Sheriffs’ Association as mandated by state statute; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Office of Corporation Counsel is authorized to execute a professional services contract with Michael Best and Friedrich pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 56.30 MCGO to represent Milwaukee County in this litigation..
