ADD AND/OR DELETE AS FOLLOWS:

Add one new WHEREAS clauses as follows:

WHEREAS, local governments and their elected representatives have a responsibility to advocate for policies that promote the safety and security of their communities, even when preempted from creating local regulations on this issue; and

WHEREAS, at the County Board of Supervisors meeting on June 26, 2025, concerns were raised that legislation such as 2019 Assembly Bill 422 may contribute to the increased criminalization of young adults, instead of focusing accountability on retailers and other businesses that illegally sell products to individuals under the age of 21; and 

Amend the first BE IT RESOLVED clause as follows:

BE IT RESOLVED, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors urges the Wisconsin State Legislature to enact legislation to set a minimum age of 21 to purchase tobacco products, vapor products, marijuana, synthetic cannabinoids, and drug paraphernalia, and to ensure that enforcement of this policy focuses on holding retailers and businesses accountable for illegal sales, rather than criminalizing young adults; and
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
