Request

An appropriation transfer of $35,000 is requested by the Purchasing Administrator of the Department of Administrative Services (DAS – Procurement Division) to increase expenditure authority in the contractual services series and decrease expenditure authority in the personal services series.  The appropriation transfer request provides for temporary staffing assistance due to retirement of County staff. 

Due to mid-year retirements, the DAS Procurement Division is requesting to realign expenditure authority from Salaries and Social Security to Contract Services – Short Term in order to purchase temporary staffing assistance.  The temporary staffing assistance is needed to ensure that the continued procurement workload can be met while recruitment takes place to permanently fill the County positions vacated due to current year retirements. The request will allow two clerical assistants to be hired on a temporary basis with the cost offset by savings from the currently vacant funded County positions.   

This appropriation transfer request realigns $35,000 from the personal services expenditure series to the contractual services series to purchase temporary staffing within the DAS Procurement Division due to current year retirements.

No tax levy impact results from approval of this appropriation transfer request as the increase in contractual services series is completely offset by a decrease in the personal services series.
