of Milwaukee County’s Early Interventions Program with a grant period of November 1, 14 

2013, through February 28, 2015; and 15

 WHEREAS, on November 7, 2013, the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors 17 

(County Board) adopted File No. 13-772 authorizing the Chief Judge to execute a 18 

Professional Services Contract with JusticePoint, Inc., for provision of the Milwaukee 19 

County Early Interventions Program-Central Liaison Unit Services; and 20

 WHEREAS, on November 10, 2014, the County Board adopted the 2015 22 

Milwaukee County Budget (File No. 14-765), which was approved by the County 23 

Executive and which included both Federal grant and County funding for the Milwaukee 24 

County Early Interventions Program-Central Liaison Unit; and 25

 WHEREAS, as of March 1, 2015, there is a surplus of $25,367 in BJA Justice 27
