3 Climate Action 2050 (CA50) Updates (formerly item #4)
	Presented by G. Bennett, Sustainability Director.
	Attachment:	CA50 Planning Updates 20240419
Notes: The Office of Sustainability (OS) is coordinating delivery of the CA50 Plan. OS has requested additional ARPA funding to procure another consultant for research and analysis, stakeholder engage, and plan design and layout.

Due to termination of original planning consultant, additional time will be needed to deliver a successful CA50 Plan. Gordie suggests pushing back the target plan completion date from June 2024 to May 2025. Under this revised timeline, the final plan would be published in April 2025 and submitted for County Board review and approval during the May 2025 meeting cycle. Gordie will reach out to Task Force members to ask whether they can serve beyond the original commitment date (June 2024). 

Along with Facilities Director and Planning and Development Director, OS held ‘Sustainability Planning’ meetings with county departments from February-April 2024 (see slide 4 of the attached presentation). Purpose of the meetings was to explore how the CA50 Plan can support depts.’ priorities and plans.

Gordie shared a list of community meetings OS is planning for the remainder of the planning process (see slide 5 of the presentation). Guy thinks that the Youth Commission will be particularly interested in discussing CA50 strategies. Sumaiyah asked how community input will be documented and incorporated into the CA50 Plan. Gordie offered to summarize and share the community input OS receives with the Task Force. Gordie requested the Task Force’s help with ensuring CA50 Plan deliverables reflect the community’s concerns and needs.

Guest Sup. Shea asked how have community members reacted to CA50 planning thus far? Gordie responded that turnout to community events has been mixed but OS has received some helpful feedback. As OS reported to the County Board, the online survey the former planning consultants administered in January 2023 received 700+ responses but several inner-city zip codes were under-represented. To counter this, the consultants hosted two workshops in these areas during May 2023.

To help keep CA50 planning rooted in health-equity, guest Sup. O’Connor encourages the Task Force to review the work of the Fair Futures environmental justice group.
