(ITEM 8) From the Fiscal and Budget Administrator, recommending approval of additional requirements for participation in the Milwaukee County Special Needs Housing Program and the $260,000 grant for Community Advocates’ Autumn West project that will provide 21 transitional living housing units for Milwaukee County behavioral health client, by recommending adoption of the following:

AN AMENDED RESOLUTION

            WHEREAS, the County Board adopted Resolution 07-74 which approved criteria for the allocation of budgeted appropriations for housing for persons with mental illness; and          

             WHEREAS, Community Advocates has requested a grant of $625,000 from the County’s Special Needs Housing Program, for the Autumn West project, that would provide 21 transitional living housing units for Milwaukee County behavioral health clients; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Administrative Services prepared a due diligence report based on the requirements in Section 7.92 of the Administrative Procedures; and

WHEREAS, based on the criteria approved in 2007 in Resolution 07-74 the Autumn West project would qualify for a maximum of $260,000 from the County’s Housing Trust Fund; 
WHEREAS, the Committee on Economic and Community Development, at its meeting on March 7, 2011 recommended approval of an amended resolution; and

WHEREAS, the Committee on Health and Human Needs, at its meeting on March 9, 2011, concurred with the action of the Economic and Community Development Committee; and

WHEREAS, the Committee on Finance and Audit, at its meeting on March 10, 2011,  also concurred with the action of the Economic and Community Development Committee ; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED, based on the requirements set forth in Resolution 07-74, Community Advocates receive a grant of $260,000 for the Autumn West project contingent on the following:

· Community Advocates providing formal documentation that they have obtained total funding for the project and present the documentation to the Committees of Economic and Community Development, Finance & Audit and Health and Human Needs.  The organization has until May 31, 2011 to obtain additional funds to complete the project.

· Development agreement includes language that specifies that all 21 units would house BHD clients.  Community Advocates/Autumn West will provide an annual report to the County relating to the number of BHD clients served/living at Autumn West.

· Development agreement includes language that specifies that if for some reason the building or land is sold, the County will recover 10% of the sale proceeds or $260,000, whichever is more.
