A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, in 1988, Milwaukee County received a $25.5 million Federal grant for the “Northwest Corridor Express Bus Project’ providing 75% funding for the total project that included the construction of the Downtown Transit Center; and

WHEREAS, in August of 2011, the Long Range Lakefront Committee recommended the redevelopment of the Downtown Transit Center site with a high value, multi-story development; and

WHEREAS, on November 3, 2011 the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors adopted the recommendations of the Long Range Lakefront Committee; and

WHEREAS, the next step in the redevelopment process of the Downtown Transit Center is to declare the property surplus; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 6 of the Milwaukee County Administrative Code establishes the process for declaring surplus property; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Transportation will work with Federal Transit Administration to determine a disposition methodology advantageous to Milwaukee County future transit needs; now therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Director of the Department of Transportation recommendation that the Downtown Transit Center located at 909 E. Michigan in the City of Milwaukee be declared surplus and offered for sale in accordance with Chapter 6 of Milwaukee County Administration Code and in conformance with all applicable Federal laws.
