(ITEM          )  A resolution by Supervisors Schmitt and Broderick, authorizing the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture to rename a 55.4-acre parcel of the County Grounds as the “County Grounds Park,” and authorizing the purchase of all necessary new signage related to the area, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Milwaukee County is committed to preserving and maintaining its natural resources and habitats; and
WHEREAS, the Milwaukee County Grounds area has been the location for increasing development activity and projects; and
WHEREAS, designating a 55.4-acre parcel of the County Grounds as the “County Grounds Park” will create definitive boundaries and landmarks that will preserve the natural areas and limit unwarranted development; and
WHEREAS, the 55.4-acre parcel of land has been informally known as the “County Grounds Park” to its occupants and visitors; and
WHEREAS, there are three trailheads located at the western side of the parcel on the new Discovery Parkway, with the main entry point located at the intersection of Swan Boulevard and Discovery Parkway on the area’s northern border; and
WHEREAS, new signage would be required to clearly identify the area as a County park for public use; now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby names the designated 55.4 acres of land on the County Grounds as “County Grounds Park”; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture shall operate and maintain the land as a public park within the County Parks System; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that any costs associated with renaming this land, including new signage, shall be absorbed within the operating budget of the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture.
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
