(ITEM          )  From the Interim Director, Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture, seeking authorization to enter into a Lease Agreement with Summit Educational Association, Inc., for use of certain parts of Kosciuszko Community Center, by recommending adoption of the following:

A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture (DPRC) and Summit Educational Association, Inc., (Summit) have had a mutually-beneficial partnership for many years; and

WHEREAS, since that time, Summit has had a significant positive impact in Kosciuszko Park and the surrounding neighborhood; and

WHEREAS, the term of this Lease Agreement is four (4) years and ten (10) months from November 1, 2013, to August 31, 2018; and

WHEREAS, Summit has agreed to pay rent in the amount of $23,000 annually in years one (1) through four (4) and a pro-rated amount in year five (5) since the Lease expiration date will correspond to the end of the academic year instead of a full 5-year term; and

WHEREAS, Summit and the DPRC have agreed to phase in partial utility payments by Summit over the term of the Lease Agreement with a reimbursement of 6% of total utility costs in year one (1), 7% in year two (2), 8% in year three (3), 9% in year four (4), and 10% in year five (5); and

WHEREAS, Summit has agreed to establish a maintenance fund to be used to enhance the leased space and common areas used by the tenant; and
WHEREAS, payments to the maintenance fund will be paid by May 31 of each year and will total $1,500 in year one (1), $1,600 in year two (2), $1,700 in year three (3), $1,800 in year four (4), and $1,900 in year five (5); now, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED, that the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes and directs the Interim Parks Director to negotiate and execute the Lease Agreement between Milwaukee County and Summit Educational Association, Inc.; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, to ensure there are no liabilities related to the proposed lease and any potential outstanding bonds, the final agreement is contingent upon approval of the Office of the Comptroller; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Department of Administrative Services and the Office of the Comptroller are authorized to create a trust account to receive the maintenance fund payments; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Department of Administrative Services Director is authorized to process this transfer as appropriate.
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
