 II.	CONSULTANT SELECTION PROCEDURE

In the 2015 Adopted Capital Budget, a capital project was established to renovate the Vogel Hall at the Marcus Center.  Over the past several years, LaDallman Architects has provided a significant amount of planning and coordination with the Marcus Center regarding this venue.
