From the Capital Improvements Committee recommending a list of high priority park infrastructure projects as directed by the County Board Resolution 15-526:

A RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Chapter 36 of the Milwaukee County Ordinances created the Capital Improvements Committee (CIC); and,  

WHEREAS, the purpose of the Committee is to develop, maintain and update a long-term capital improvements program for the County’s construction and maintenance of infrastructure and facilities; and,
WHEREAS, the County Board Resolution 15-526 identified $5 million to be allocated to non-bond eligible parks projects; and,
WHEREAS, of the $5 million, $4 million was to be allocated to high priority park infrastructure projects; and,

WHEREAS, the Office of the Comptroller has not had sufficient time to perform a thorough analysis to confirm that the projects on the list are not eligible for bond financing; and,
WHEREAS, there are three projects on the list that were previously adopted and financed with general obligation bond proceeds; and,
WHEREAS, they include WP280 Menomonee River Parkway Reconstruction ($400,000), WP191 Moody Park Revitalization ($220,000), and WP271 Johnsons Park Pavilion ($200,000); and,

WHEREAS, cash financing can be used for all capital projects; and,

WHEREAS, the Parks Director has submitted recommendations to the CIC; and,

WHEREAS, on September 15, 2015, the Committee on Parks, Energy and Environment (Parks Committee) unanimously recommended the list of projects that was submitted to the Parks Committee and to the CIC; and,

WHEREAS, the recommendation of the Parks Committee was contingent on the review and recommendation of the CIC; and,

WHEREAS, the CIC is to submit formal recommendations to the County Board; and,
WHEREAS, the CIC finalized its list of recommendations (Attachment A) at its September 2015 meeting; now therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED, the CIC recommends that the County Board and County Executive approve the scope of work and financing for the projects listed in Attachment A; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Office of Comptroller shall work with the Department of Administrative Services to process an administrative appropriation transfer to create the capital projects and provide funding to the projects listed in Attachment A as prescribed by County Board Resolution 15-526.
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
