Issue
The County Executive’s office is requesting adoption of a resolution approving a TAHC extension for Ms. Jonette Arms to continue to serve as Interim Director of the Department on Aging, until a permanent appointment is made Director for the Department on Aging.

Background

Ms. Jonette Arms, Assistant Director, was temporarily assigned into the position of Interim Director of the Department on Aging and granted a TAHC extension which expired on November 26, 2015. In keeping with the spirit of Ordinance 17.085, the Department of Human Resources is recommending an extension of the TAHC for Ms. Arms as the Interim Director of the Department on Aging until a permanent Director has been appointed.   

The Director of the Department on Aging is a critical management position responsible for the day-to-day operations of the department as well as long-term planning.
