	WHEREAS, departments must obtain authorization from the Milwaukee County Board in order to execute contracts in excess of $300,000; and

	WHEREAS, as part of the State of Wisconsin 2015-2017 Budget (Act 55), the Department of Children and Families (DCF) took over program monitoring and fiscal administration of Youth Aids from the Department of Corrections (DOC); and

	WHEREAS, as part of this transfer, the State is now directly billing counties for the cost of services provided at its juvenile facilities located at Copper Lake School and Lincoln Hills School as opposed to withholding Youth Aids funding for the cost of these services – a practice which was followed prior to 2016; and

	WHEREAS, this change in business practice is detailed in a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between DHHS and the State Department of Corrections; and 

	WHEREAS, the total State charges for services performed under this agreement shall not exceed $15,228,580; now, therefore,
