II.	Report of the Commissioners

Mayor Ehley reported on the Operations Committee, which met last week.    

The Operations Committee discussed the following:
· Award of Contract W40011C01, Kinnickinnic River I-94 to Becher Habitat Restoration Project
· Award of Contract S06019C01, South Shore Water Reclamation Facility Flushing Water (W3) Pump Improvements
· Award of Contract S06041C01, South Shore Water Reclamation Facility Caterpillar Engines 2, 3 and 4 Major Overhaul
· Award of Contract W40002C01, Kinnickinnic River Reach 2 – Pulaski Park and Approve Changes in Total Project Costs
· Approval of 2018 Green Infrastructure Partnership Program Projects G98004P01, G98004P07, G98004P11 and G98004P13

Mayor Ehley reported on the Policy, Finance & Personnel Committee, which met this morning.    

The Policy, Finance & Personnel Committee discussed the following:
· Amend the 2018 Capital Budget, Create Project J01023, Primary Clarifier 4 and 6 Sludge Withdrawal Piping Replacement; requires a 2/3 affirmative vote of the Commission for adoption
· Authorization to Execute an Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement between the Municipalities Served by the Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District to Recognize Joint total Maximum Daily Load Implementation Initiatives
· Award of Contract P-2732 for Insurance Brokerage Services
· Award of Contract P-2760, Heating, Ventilation and Air Conditioning Maintenance Services for a Period of Four Years and Heating, Ventilation and Air Conditioning Network Control Upgrade
· Approval of Job Content Values and Job Titles

All items were referred to the Commission for approval except for the capital budget item.

III.	Report from the Executive Director Kevin Shafer

Mr. Shafer reported there is 215 million gallons in the tunnel that holds 432 million gallons.  The storm tonight is being watched and the hope is the storm will be what is predicted, which would put anywhere from 50 – 75 million gallons in the tunnel since the system is very full.  

Mr. Shafer stated that the MOU that the commissioner discussed with the communities is one that would help all communities meet your total maximum daily load (TMDL) or your permit limits if you do not have a TMDL.  It does not cost the municipalities anything and it does not require anything of the municipalities, it is just a document that DNR wants so that they can help us all work together towards compliance.  The engineers and public works individuals should be bringing that to you, since it needs approval by each municipality to move forward.

Mr. Shafer reported that the Estabrook dam is almost out and the dam itself is gone; by the end of May it will be a completed project.  The project was completed faster than thought and very few issues.
