	1.	Please list major activities that have taken place during this reporting period, including outreach.

	GL Senior Center spent the first four months getting to know the members, interviewing them and facilitating small groups to determine the interests, life experiences and learning goals of the group.  Beginning in April, programming began based on these interests: 1) Stretching and Ballet class: started weekly on Thursday April 25th by Moving Forward Milwaukee ballet instructors, for an average of 12 persons each week. Gait and Balance assessments were performed prior to beginning class and will be repeated after 10-week session to determine performance objectives. 2) Garden Club and Wellness activities: A partnership was established with Froedtert Hospital Community Outreach.  This partnership has already resulted in a donation from Froedtert Hospital of an ADA raised garden bed, along with the church donating two ground raised beds. Volunteers will clear area for beds and fill with soil. The members of the senior center have formed a garden club that has met several times to decide what to plant and practiced by choosing and planting indoor pots for the senior center.  Beginning in October, the Froedtert Community Care-a-van will include Greater Life as one of their weekly stops.  3) Demand More from your Brain: a series of educational sessions on brain fitness. Members received a book titled, Your Amazing Brain. This series will continue 1x month going forward. 
4) On June 11th, the first ‘member-facilitated’ session featured a discussion, a book reading and art-making around the topics of “hats and memories”. Art from this session will be displayed in a collage by members. 5) Bible study is held on Tuesdays with an attendance growing from 1-2 persons to 3-5 weekly. 6) Attendance at meals has increased weekly with several new persons each week.  7) Wednesday breakfast was added starting June 5th. 8) Greater Life is hosting a monthly Friday breakfast and training for the senior companions associated with SDC. 

	2.	Describe the progress on your contract objectives.  

	Greater Life now has a published calendar that is handed out to members. Programming will continue to grow as partnerships are established and interests are better defined. Greater Life has scheduled it’s first EBP to start July 10th  Health Living with Diabetes

	3.	What issues and/or challenges have you encountered this quarter?

	We have had challenges with submitting the information needed for invoicing MCDOA.  Both parties continue to work on this important issue.




	4.	Please describe the sustainability of activities and progress on securing additional community partners/funding for your program.

	Greater Life has completed 4 grant applications for funding to support programming and center development.  Awaiting news on these applications. Partnerships continue with Feeding America and Hunger Task Force. Volunteers continue to sustain the activities and the senior meal program. Greater Life Community Development Corporation and funders have sustained the center programming and meal site since January.

	5.	What plans do you have for the next quarter?

	Greater Life will begin Healthy Living with Diabetes (EBP) on July 10th. Greater Life has secured a partnership with Lead 2 Change for student volunteer engagement with seniors during the summer months.  These activities will start June 18th with photography/video students working with members to make a video of the center and health students doing vital sign and neuro assessments.  Students will also join the members for lunch weekly, for Lunch and Learn. Milwaukee Police and Fire Department will visit the center and provide educational sessions on Fire and Personal safety, as well as instructions on evacuation routes and fire drills.  Art-looking and art-making classes will continue in June and July.  Froedtert Hospital Outreach will provide health and wellness information sessions starting in July and August.
