Six candidates submitted application materials for two vacancies on the commission. The positions must be filled by elected officials in Milwaukee County, except for those from the City of Milwaukee and City of South Milwaukee. All six candidates meet the criteria.

ELECTION OF FIRST COMMISSIONER

Mayor Devine read the voting rules and explained the voting procedure.  Election conducted by paper ballot. Each ballot required to contain the name of the elected official casting the ballot, municipality of voting official, name of the candidate being supported. Mayor Devine and Mayor Neitzke collected and tabulated ballots.

After the first ballot, no candidate received the required nine votes. The top two vote getters were Mayor Kennedy and Mayor Bukiewicz. Mayor Devine announced that there would be a runoff vote between Mayor Kennedy and Mayor Bukiewicz.

Second ballot – neither Bukiewicz nor Kennedy received the required nine votes.

Third ballot – neither Bukiewicz nor Kennedy received the required nine votes.

Fourth ballot – Mayor Kennedy received the required nine or more votes and was elected to the Commission.

The original ballots were given to Anna Kettlewell, Commission Secretary of MMSD.

ELECTION OF SECOND COMMISSIONER

The election was conducted by paper ballot, using the same rules as the previous election.  Mayor Devine and Mayor Neitzke collected and tabulated the ballots.

After the first ballot, no candidate received the required nine votes. The top two vote getters were Mayor Ehley and Mayor Bukiewicz.  Mayor Devine announced that there would be a runoff vote between Mayor Ehley and Mayor Bukiewicz.

Second ballot – neither Ehley nor Bukiewicz received the required nine votes.

Third ballot – Mayor Ehley received the required nine or more votes and was elected to the Commission.

At the conclusion of the election, all paper ballots were presented to Anna Kettlewell, secretary of the MMSD Commission for archiving as public record.
