Re: Encroachment Upon and Unauthorized Use of Milwaukee County park property – Via Certified Mail (Second Notice)

Dear [Encroacher’s Name]:

In a letter dated [First Notice Letter] you were notified of your encroachment upon and unauthorized use of Milwaukee County park property.

To date, you have failed to respond, address, or remove the encroachment. Accordingly, you are hereby notified that the [Encroachment] must be removed from Milwaukee County park property within thirty (30) days of receipt of this letter and the property must be restored to its natural state satisfactory to the County.  

According to the Milwaukee County Code of General Ordinances (MCO) 47.49, if the unauthorized use of parkland is not resolved within thirty (30) days the County can restore the encroachment area and you may be responsible for the recoverable costs including, staff time, outside contractors, dump fees, rental costs of equipment, vehicle costs, cost of providing notice, reasonable attorneys’ fees, a fifteen (15) percent surcharge for administrative expenses, and authorized penalties and other charges. 

Pursuant to MCO 47.50, this letter constitutes a stop order. You are required to halt your unauthorized use of park property and must restore the affected park property to its natural state satisfactory to the County. A responsible party who fails to comply with a stop order is subject to a penalty of five hundred-dollars ($500.00) a day for every day the responsible party fails to comply.
