10. Legislative
Mayor Devine indicated there is a bill for use of cameras at red lights is currently for class 1 cities.  West Allis has passed a resolution for class 2 cities to be included.  

11. Roundtable Discussion 
Bayside had an annual 5K event last week that was well attended.

Shorewood has received bids for the renovation of the North Shore Fire Station and they were favorable.  They also have passed an ordinance for scooters.

Oak Creek continues to be busy with development.

Brown Deer will be having an open house of the new Public Works facility.

Wauwatosa passed an ordinance to allow scooters.  The City also went through a revaluation process.

Franklin had a large attendance of more than 20,000 for their farmer’s market.

Glendale had stellar attendance for their summer music series.  The Bayshore TIF has been renegotiated to a pay as you go TIF and the City’s debt was funded by the developer.  The City Hall is in the final stages of construction and anticipated to be open in November.

West Allis implemented a Better Block Foundation Project at 60th and Buham area.  It was very well received.

Greendale has a new Public Works Director.  On October 5 there will be a Veteran’s Memorial dedication.

IV. Presentation on a proposal to advance the County’s Fair Deal agenda (presented by County Executive Abele, County Board Chair Lipscomb, ICC Chair Kennedy, and Milwaukee Mayor Barrett)
Mayor Kennedy gave a brief overview of the proposed Fair Deal.  County Board Chairman Theodore Lipscomb, Sr., and Milwaukee County Executive Chris Abele led a Milwaukee County Workgroup, which they co-chair, which identified a need for a 1% sales tax to assist all communities in the County with their municipal funding challenges.  

County Executive Abele stated the group is currently working to seek permission from the State to allow a referendum for the 1% sales tax increase.  Of this 1%, 25% would be allocated for property tax relief.  The sales tax increase anticipates funding of $160 million.  Approximately $55 million would be allocated to the municipalities to be split by population.  Approximately $10 million would be allocated to future capital projects within the County.  The remaining $55 million would be used by Milwaukee County to assist with the budget shortfall.

Mayor Neitzke questioned if there was an analysis done on how this could affect a TIF district.  If a tax rate is reduced, that will reduce the tax increment a community receives.

President Rozek stated property tax relief is a good way to sell to the public.  She questioned how it will be guaranteed for tax relief.  Will it be possible to show a credit on the tax bill?

Mayor Ehley expressed the same concerns as Mayor Neitzke.  She questioned if it is too early to vote considering there is no legislation presented to them.

President Anderson questioned why it was based on population and not valuation.  Mayor Kennedy responded that the population was an easy formula that seemed fair.  County Executive Abele stated a lot of different metrics were reviewed.  

Mayor Olson expressed concern on who would decide where the $10 million for capital projects would be directed.  

Mayor Ehley would like to see more information such as how much sales tax is generated by each community.

President Besson stated this is a tremendous task and a great concept.  

The discussion led to the request of a special ICC meeting to review more detailed information.  
	Motion by Mayor Neitzke, seconded by Mayor Pavlic, to schedule a special ICC meeting for September 23, 2019, at 1:00 p.m. at the City of St. Francis.  The motion carried unanimously.
