	BE IT RESOLVED, the DAS and Comptroller are authorized and directed to create new capital projects WO72101-Laptops COVID19 Emergency and WO72001-COVID19 Emergency; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the DAS and Comptroller are authorized and directed to provide an appropriation transfer of $500,000 from Appropriation for Contingencies (Org 1945) to new capital project WO72101-Laptops COVID19 Emergency; and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, costs for laptops already purchased or in the process of being purchased to address COVID-19 service continuity issues may be applied to new capital project WO72101-Laptops COVID19 Emergency; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the DAS and Comptroller are authorized and directed to provide an appropriation transfer of $500,000 from Appropriation for Contingencies (Org 1945) to new capital project WO72001-COVID19 Emergency; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, pending DAS and/or OEM review and approval of departmental requests for COVID-19 issues, COVID-19 related costs may be applied to new capital project WO72001-COVID19 Emergency; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, all departments should be tracking and documenting all expenditures that they reasonably believe are related to the public health emergency whether or not the expenditures will be included in these capital projects; and
