Further, the language describes the qualifications and 
appointment of the aging unit director does not suggest that the responsibility of this 
position can be dispersed among a variety of individuals. Having a number of people 

perform various functions does not 
constitute having a full-time director.”

Wis. Stat 46.82(4)(c) “...A county commission on aging member appointed under par. (a) 1. may be removed from office by a two-thirds 
vote of each county board of supervisors participating in the appointment, on due notice in writing.”

  “ ‘Aging unit’ means an aging unit director and necessary 
  personnel, directed by a county commission on aging...”

“AGING UNIT; POWERS AND DUTIES. In accordance with state statutes, rules promulgated 
by the department and relevant provisions of 42 USC 3001 to 3057n and as directed by the 

county or tribal commission on aging, an aging unit: (a) Duties. Shall do...”

“In any county that has a county executive or county administrator and that has established a single-county 
aging unit, the county executive or county administrator shall appoint, subject to confirmation by the county 
board of supervisors, the commission on aging. A member of a commission on aging appointed under this 
subdivision may be removed at pleasure by the county executive or county administrator.”

“The term ‘Aging and Disability Resource Center’ means an entity, network, or consortium 
established by a State as part of the State system of long-term care, to provide a coordinated 
and integrated system for older individuals and individuals with disabilities (as defined in 
section 12102 of this title), and the caregivers of older individuals and individuals with 
disabilities, that provides, in collaboration with (as appropriate) area agencies on aging, 
centers for independent living (as described in part C of chapter 1 of title VII of the 
Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 796f et seq.)), and other aging or disability entities—”
